You will then receive notification to complete your
interview application and upload/email your supporting documents.

Confirmation of application will be sent to you via email Follow the instructions submitting your video interview and
supporting documents.

*  Please note: Successful applicants who meet ECU entry requirements will receive notification of their offer from
December onwards.

*  Successful at interview and do NOT meet ECU requirements:
If you are successful at interview, but do not meet ECU’s academic and/or English entry requirements, you will not be
made an offer and will be advised of the outcome via email.

If you are NOT successful at interview for the course(s) you apply for, you will be advised by email and your
application will not progress and no offer will be made.

Applying:

To apply follow the link from the Arts and Cultural
Management page on the WAAPA website. The link will
take you to the Edith Cowan University applicant portal
where you will be asked to upload your supporting
documents.

Please attach:

e Your latest academic transcripts (school reports). Many
applicants will not yet have completed Year 12 so their
final report will not be available. In this case, we need
your most recent school report (usually mid-year)

Confirmation of application will be sent to you via email
with your Application ID number. This is referred to as
your Interview Application.

Make sure you submit your interview application in by the
application deadline.

Upload ALL supporting documents -A brief work or
training resume outlining your previous experience in
this area, (two A4 pages max).

Please do not attach anything further to the above as
this will not be taken into consideration.

Select an interview time slot. If you are submitting
your application after the interviews have taken place
you will be contacted by the course coordinator.

Academic Entrance (IMPORTANT):

In addition to passing the interview applicants must

also meet Edith Cowan University academic entrance
requirements for their particular course (Diploma or
Bachelor) to get a formal offer of a place from ECU.
Applicants who are concerned they do not meet Edith
Cowan University’s entrance requirements and will not
meet these requirements upon completion of their current
course of study should contact Future Study for details
on alternative pathways. It is important you complete the
section on the application form relating to your academic
qualifications and attach the documents requested.
